The
Mp of Stto Exod 6:29 correctly lists the catchwords as >k “wx> and these catchwords are found in the Mm
note to Exod 6:29 in C*which reads: 775X 127 21X TWR? . 799X 727 1 WX 2 (See Breuer 1992: 1:291). The
catchwords 127 °2 occur in three other passages (Exod 7:9; Deut 5:21; Ps 85:9). Curioudly one of these
references, Exod 7:9, occursin L in the immediately adjacent left column to Exod 6:29, and it is tempting to

assume that some sort of parablepsis has occurred with this Masoretic note.
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3 The Masoretic note combination here is one of three exceptional cases where a doublet has both a Mp with
catchwords and a Mm note. The other two cases are at Gen 33:17 and Num 8:25.
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4 The catchword xy, referring to Ezek 46:9, reflects the goré reading. The kotib reading is wx-.
S The last syllable of ri%nn23 is written defective, but at Judg 11:34 it is written plene (ni%nn23).
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® The catchword an, referring to Josh 9:4, is written or.
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” The catchwords 1R R have been used twice, here and at Gen 31:1. Since they come from this verse
they belong as catchwords at Gen 31:1 but not as catchwords here. 1t seemsthat a parablepsis has taken
place, the eye of the scribe wandered, giving catchwords from the verse itself instead of from the parallel
verse. What is expected here is a catchword from Gen 31:1, such asi1°ax?, which is the catchword written in
the Mp of Sh.
