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S Since there are two occurrences of this lemma (here and at Gen 49:12), the numeral % in the Masoretic
note most likely refers to sole occurrence of this lemma in the book of Job. However, the form 1271 is
homophonous meaning “and to the son of” here and “to the whiteness of” at Gen 49:12. Thus the numeral %
may also be reflecting this homophony.

® Since there are two occurrences of this lemmain the book of Job, the numeral % in the Masoretic note
ought to read 2.

’ The circellus has been placed on the phrase n¥2> X% which, as the Mp notes, only occurs once. However,
the form 232’ by itself forms a unique doublet with Gen 11:6.
